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Your Church and the Environment

In support of the Environment Policy of St Albans Diocese and the motion passed

at the Diocesan Synod in March 2007, the following guidance is offered to

parishes to:

e help you identify where and how your church buildings and churchyards can
be made more environmentally-friendly

e show you how the parochial church council can become involved in ‘greening’
your building and its environs.

e encourage your PCC to make a commitment to be at the forefront in ‘green’
leadership.

Steps you can take:

1. Place this on your PCC agenda for discussion and if possible designate one or
more members to become leaders for your environmental programme.

2. Plan how your church can achieve and monitor the five targets:

e To have a mechanism in use to enable waste recycling. This should
include paper, bottles, green waste, etc.

e To achieve a 10% reduction in energy use.

e Churches with churchyards to have a designated area managed for
wildlife.

e To initiate a car sharing scheme and to provide a secure location for
bicycles.

e To become a Fair Trade parish.

Guidance on how to achieve these targets is available in the Environment
section of the Diocesan website (see below).

3. Carry out an audit of the churchyard, church building, its services, suppliers,
and practices. There is a useful audit tool in Module 1 of the Eco-
Congregation ‘Free Resources’ section (see below).

4. Did you complete the Church of England’s National Energy Audit ‘Shrinking
the Footprint’ in 2006? Check the progress that you are making.

5. Discuss the results with the PCC and formulate an action plan.

6. Consult the DAC and your church architect/surveyor about any proposed
changes to the building or churchyard.

7. Ensure any contractors you use to achieve the above are competent and are
themselves environmentally aware.
